Council express their thanks for this generous donation.

£2000.00 has recently been received from BMSDC ClIr John Whitehead and Clir Tim Passmore
from their Locality Budget towards the new equipment.

BARHAM COMMUNITY SPEED WATCH

The Police has approved 5 sites in the village which the speed watch team can patrol, it is hoped
to add more sites in the future.

Speeding notices have been sent out to offenders and these are sadly all LOCAL RESIDENTS.
Speed watch patrols will continue in Barham, “SO YOU HAVE BEEN WARNED”.

We want to be able to continue to carry out speed monitoring in the village, we urgently need
more volunteers to join the Speed Watch Team.

DOG FOULING
It has been noticed that some dog owners not cleaning up there dogs mess in Barham.

Dog mess is the most unacceptable and offensive type of litter on our streets. Dog fouling is not
only deeply unpleasant, it is dangerous. Whilst rare, contact with dog excrement can cause
toxocariasis — a nasty infection that can lead to dizziness, nausea, asthma and even blindness
or seizures.

While most dog owners are caring, responsible individuals, there are still some people who do
not clean up after their pets.

Anyone who fails to clear up after their dog can be issued with a Fixed Penalty Notice of up to
£100. If the case goes to court this could cost the owner or person in charge of the animal up to
£1,000.

Please take your dog waste home with you or put it into a dog poo bin or into any public bin.
There is no excuse to leave it.
